It has a 

permanent population of 1,200 and consists of three villages, Spartachori, 

Vathy and Katomeri each with pretty little ports. There are several bays 

where safe harbour can be found and the southeast coast has a few caves, 

including the famous cave of Papanikolis, which has a history of being the 

hiding place of a submarine during the Second World War and is also the 

second largest cave in Greece.
